Dear Mr. McBride:

This is in response to a telephone conversation this date between Mr. Don Knight of your office and the undersigned concerning Exemption No. 6427, issued to United Parcel Service (UPS) on April 22, 1996.  That exemption allows UPS temporary exemption from the provisions of § 25.1415(b) of the Federal Aviation Regulations (FAR) to permit operation of four Boeing Model 767-200 freighter airplanes with TSO C70A Type II liferafts.

In your conversation, you indicated that the aircraft model called out in the exemption (Boeing Model 767-200 freighter airplanes), as stated in your petition request, is incorrect and that the correct model designation is the Boeing 767-300 freighter.

This amendment to Exemption 6427 corrects that inadvertent error.

In consideration of the foregoing, I find that a grant of exemption is in the public interest and will not have an adverse effect on safety.  Therefore, pursuant to the authority contained in 49 USC 40113 and 44701, delegated to me by the Administrator (14 CFR 11.53), United Parcel Service is hereby granted an amendment to Exemption 6427 to the extent required to permit operation of four Boeing Model 767-300 freighter airplanes, with TSO C70A Type II liferafts.
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All other provisions of Exemption 6427, together with its conditions and limitations, remain the same and are applicable to this amendment.  This letter is part of, and shall be attached to, Exemption 6427.

This exemption expires on August 2, 1996.
