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In response to a request from the Aircraft Maintenance Division, AFS-300, this memorandum 
approves a deviation to FAA Order 8110.103A, Change 1 to remove the requirement for the 
responsible office to notify and/or coordinate with the IFO on an applicable AMOC proposal or 
approval letter, as noted in paragraphs 3-8, 3-12, 3-14, and Table 1 of the Order.  This deviation 
does not affect any required coordination with other applicable Flight Standards Service offices 
noted in the Order.
