Limitations and Conditions: Approval of this change in type design applies to only those Beech airplane 
models listed on AML No. SA00070SE dated April 4, 1994, or later FAA approved revisions, which were 
previously equipped with Beech wing-tip Part Numbers 35-170005-19 and -20 and wing-tip position light lens 
covers P/N 35-170005-13 and -14. This approval should not be extended to aircraft of these models on which 
other previously approved modifications are incorporated unless it is determined that the relationship between this 
change and any of those other previously approved modifications, including changes in type design, will introduce 
no adverse effect upon the airworthiness of that aircraft. A copy of this certificate and AML No. SA00070SE must 
be maintained as part of the permanent records for the modified aircraft.
