This AD was prompted by mandatory continuing airworthiness information (MCAI) originated
by an aviation authority of another country to identify and correct an unsafe condition on an aviation
product. The MCAI describes the unsafe condition as an accident report that indicated that the center
of gravity was too far aft and contributed to a stall during takeoff. We are issuing this AD to correct
the center of gravity and prevent such a stall during takeoff and loss of control during other phases of
flight.

() Actions and Compliance

Unless already done, within 30 days after May 31, 2016 (the effective date of this AD), remove
whichever previous revision of the Otter Baron short take-off and landing (STOL) kit installation
flight manual supplement (FMS) that is currently being used and incorporate Stolairus Aviation Inc.
Flight Manual Supplement #4 for de Havilland DHC-3 Otter with the Baron STOL Kit Installation,
Revision 3, dated May 22, 2015. This action may be performed by the owner/operator (pilot) holding
at least a private pilot certificate and must be entered into the aircraft records showing compliance
with this AD in accordance with 14 CFR 43.9(a)(1)-(4) and 14 CFR 91.417(a)(2)(v). The record must
