(a) Effective Date

This airworthiness directive (AD) becomes effective May 4, 2015.
(b) Affected ADs

None.
(c) Applicability

This AD applies to Pacific Aerospace Limited Model 750XL airplanes, all serial numbers,
certificated in any category.

(d) Subject
Air Transport Association of America (ATA) Code 34: Navigation.
(e) Reason

This AD was prompted by mandatory continuing airworthiness information (MCAI) originated
by an aviation authority of another country to identify and correct an unsafe condition on an aviation
product. The MCAI describes the unsafe condition as Pacific Aerospace Limited Model 750XL
airplanes manufactured with instrument panels with only one attitude indicator. A second attitude
indicator is required to operate under instrument flight rules (IFR). A reversionary attitude indicator
reduces the probability of a single point failure, which could result in loss of control. We are issuing
this proposed AD to install a reversionary attitude indicator before operating in IFR conditions.

(F) Actions and Compliance

Unless already done, before the next flight requiring instrument flight rules (IFR) after the
effective date of this AD, install a second attitude indicator into the right hand instrument panel or
enable the reversionary mode on a Sandel SN3500 electronic horizontal situation indicator (EHSI), if
installed, whichever is applicable, following the ACCOMPLISHMENT INSTRUCTIONS in Pacific
Aerospace Limited Mandatory Service Bulletin PACSB/XL/074, Issue 2, dated November 4, 2014.

(g) Other FAA AD Provisions

The following provisions also apply to this AD:
